Recent import of cattle from Australia has taught us a lesson that even if the country of export certifies for the absence of disease, the animals were tested positive for two exotic diseases resulting in the quarantining of the imported animals for indefinit period of time. Import of buffaloes at Sl. No. 9, 12 & 13 may be restricted as the best quality germplasm of the buffalo breeds are available in the country and any indiscriminate import may not be allowed.

Dear Sri

Please refer to your Do letter No.11/9/2003-RMTR dated 6.1.2004 regarding Secretary leveltalk  between India and Sri Lanka on  the issues to be discussed under the Free Trade Agreement between India and Sri Lanka  on 27-28th Jan 2004. The enclosed minutes of second Secretary level   talk between India and Sri Lanka  on 18-19th July 2003 were examined in the Department. The views on para 12 are as follows:-

2.
Difficulty faced by Srilankan Exporter in Issuance of Sanitary permits for the export of processed meat products from Sri Lanka to India---  The import of processed meat is allowed against Sanitary import permit issued by this Department after conducting the risk analysis duly approved by the Risk Analysis Committee in its meeting being held regularly .So far, processed chicken meat preparations(Sausages)  from Sri Lanka is  being imported for risk analysis by the experts in this Department in accordance to guideline laid down in the Amended Livestock Importation Act.

3.
Recognition of Conformity Assessment procedure  by Sri Lankan Standards Institutions(SLSI)—It may be  essential to sign MOU on Mutual Recognition Agreement on Conformity Assessment on line of Singapore. However, all the livestock  products  may   be allowed against the Sanitary  Import Permit (SIP) after conducting the  Risk  Analysis as per the provision of Livestock Importation Act,1898. The sanitary conditions in the SIP  needs to be fulfilled by the SriLankan Govt.  provided the products originate  from Srilanka. All these products can be subjected to lab test for confirmatory assessment of the standards as laid down in SIP and certified by Srilanka.  Regarding   some specific problems being faced by SriLankan  exports in respect of Sausages and condensed milk for BIS certification , BIS  may clarify on this issue  to this. However , the products have to fulfill the  domestic standards as per WTO regulation under national treatment  and It  may  form  the  part of MOU whenever, it is  signed.
4.
Rules of Origin --  This is an  essential component on which we may like to stress that the product originating from SriLanka may be allowed to import under Free Trade 

Agreement otherwise other countries can dump their low quality products into India . The livestock products  produced ,manufactured and processed in SriLanka  can only be allowed to import into India  subject to SPS measures under WTO agreement.

S.O.No.-----In exercise  of the powers conferred by sub-section (1)  of section 3 and section  3A of the Live-stock Importation Act,1898 (9 of 1898), and in supersession of the Notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Agriculture (Department of Animal Husbandry  and  Dairying) number S.O. 721(E) dated 19th June 2003, except as respects  things done or omitted  to be  done before such supersession, the  Central Government hereby  prohibits, with  effect  from date of publication of this notification , import into India   from Republic of  Korea, Vietnam, Thailand, Cambodia, Pakistan and Japan and such  other countries reporting the outbreak of  Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza(Fowl Plague),the following livestock and livestock products ,namely :

(i) domestic and wild birds:

(ii) day old  birds, 

(iii) turkey poultry and other newly hatched avian species,

(iv) hatching eggs, 

(v) semen of domestic and wild birds,

(vi) fresh meat of domestic and wild birds;

(vii) products of animal origin (from birds) intended for use in 

       animal feeding or   for agricultural or industrial use; 

(viii) pathological material and biological products  from birds which have   not been processed to ensure  the destruction of the Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza virus(Fowl Plague)  . 

 2.The prohibition shall be in force for a period of six months from the date of  publication of this  notification  or till such time it is modified or withdrawn ,whichever is earlier.
