G.S.R. 395(E).- In exercise of the powers conferred by section
66 read with section 31 of Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 (52
of 1984) the Veterinary Council of India, with previous approval of
the Central Government, hereby makes the following regulations,
namely: -

1. Short title and commencement.-

(1) These regulations may be called, the Veterinary Council of
India (Standard of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code
of Ethics, for Veterinary Practitioners) Regulations, 1992.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of its publication
in the Official Gazette.

2. Definitions. - (1) In these regulations, unless the context
otherwise require.-

(a) 'Veterinary' means a registered veterinary practitioner as
defined in the Act.

(b) 'Act' means the Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984(52
of 1984).

(c) 'Regulations' means the Standard of Professional

Conduct, Etiquette and Code of Ethics Regulations. This
definition limits its meaning to the terms used within the
said regulations.

(d) 'Patient' shall mean an animal, bird or a group of them
being treated or managed or advised to be treated or
managed by a veterinarian.

(e) 'Client' means the legal owner of the patient or his
representative or the person or persons directly assigned
responsibility of the patient.

(f) 'Profession' means veterinary profession covering all its
branches, namely, animal health, animal production and
technology, and shall include any sister profession wherein
veterinary service is extended or is sought or is made
use of, namely, laboratory animal medicine, animal
experimentation and vaccine production.
